1. Course Prefix and Number: BRX 220
Course Title: BLUEPRINT READING FOR CONSTRUCTION
Course Description: This course will provide a series of lectures, demonstrations, and practice exercises in the study of symbols, views, sections, details, and material lists found on architectural working drawings, building materials and specifications lists, and construction dimensioning systems and charts/schedules.

Course Objectives/Competencies:
Upon completion of this course, the student can:

2. Effective date (semester and year): Spring 2008
3. Describe the type of distance learning delivery method to be used.

 “Learnanytime” which is competency based and is accessed on-line with an open- 
  entry/closed-completion format.

4. Describe how the course will achieve, in new ways, the same learning outcomes as when the course is taught by traditional delivery methods.

 A traditional delivery method would have the material presented in a lecture format and with chapter assignments. After two or three chapters, there would be a major test covering the previous material. With the “Learnanytime” on-line delivery format the course would be accessible for open entry/closed completion during the entire academic year and would be competency based. Therefore, the student would have to complete a short section, be assessed with either an assignment or short quiz before proceeding to the next section until the course is completed. A final exam would be the culminating assessment much like the traditional delivery method.

5. Describe the availability of related services such as labs, library, research, and supplemental information.

Students must have an on-line internet service provider since the course could only be accessed via the computer. All supplemental information (homework handouts, review sheets, assignment sheets, sample documents, etc.) will be available for the students to print and/or save via the course software. Students also have access to the KYVU (Kentucky’s Virtual Library) Website. Students will also have the opportunity to attend the instructor’s in-person office hours if they choose to.

6. Describe how ADA compliance has been assessed to ensure accessibility of course content for students with disabilities. The course will be screened for ADA compliance using the accessibility guidelines provided by BCTC.  Students with disabilities that would have an impact on their access to the online course will be encouraged to contact Disability Support Services at their home campus.

Describe how appropriate levels of faculty-student and student-student interaction will be achieved. The course utilizes weekly and ongoing open discussion forums and email for both faculty/student interaction and student/student interaction. The students may also contact the instructor via phone.  Students are required to post their answers to questions on discussion boards, and they are required to post responses to comments by other students on discussion boards.

Describe any technical requirements for remote sites (ITV, computer hardware/software, and special equipment). Students will need to have a computer with access to the internet. Students will also need the Microsoft Office 2003 version at a minimum. Documents will be prepared with the latest version of Microsoft Office (2007). A compatibility link will be provided in the syllabus which will be in the Office 2003 version for those students needing to work with the Office 2007 version. This compatibility patch is a free download and will work for all related software suites in the Microsoft Office 2007 version. In addition, the students may need to scan sketches that they complete off-line or deliver by mail as a hardcopy to the instructor.
