Course Title: Energy Management Practicum

Course Description: Provides supervised on-the-job work experience related to the student’s educational objectives in energy management related fields. Students participating in the Practicum Educational program do not receive monetary compensation for their work.

The delivery method will be 100% web-based on-line instruction.

The student would be evaluated based upon the nature of the project. In the practicum, various different projects may be assigned or may be instructor approved from student suggestions.  As an on-line class the student may be required to take digital photos and develop a portfolio in a digital format. Another method may be a video and or audio presentation in a digital format.

Students must have an on-line internet service provider since the course could only be accessed via the computer. All supplemental information (homework handouts, review sheets, assignment sheets, sample documents, etc.) will be available for the students to print and/or save via the course software. Students also have access to the KYVL (Kentucky’s Virtual Library) Website. However, since this material will be presented via the internet/on-line much supplemental information and resources are readily available along with new information relative to the course that can be found on the internet.

The course will be screened for ADA compliance using the accessibility guidelines provided by BCTC.  Students with disabilities that would have an impact on their access to the online course will be encouraged to contact Disability Support Services at their home campus.

The course utilizes weekly and ongoing open discussion forums and email for both faculty/student interaction and student/student interaction. The students may also contact the instructor via phone.
