	The current equine studies program began offering courses for the North American Racing Academy (NARA) in Fall 06 as a pilot program with 3 AAS options and one certificate. In its first 2 years, however, only the Jockey option has been offered to students.  During Spring 08, a new equine studies faculty/program coordinator was hired to strengthen the program and to open the Horseman and Racing Industry Support options.  Two new courses are proposed for those options, and the technical core of classes is being reduced so students receive more option-specific coursework.
Three diploma options are also proposed to give students additional credential options.  Many students enter the program needing remediation in reading, writing, and math before they can complete the general education courses for the AAS.  Because some of those students do not complete the remediation, they are not then able to complete the degree; however, they have completed more than the required 26 hours for the certificate.  A diploma would allow those students to receive an additional credential beyond the certificate with 6-9 general education credits and the technical core of courses required for the degree.  Students can take 15-18 general education credit hours for the AAS or 6-9 general education credit hours for the diploma.  Both the AAS and diplomas offer the Jockey, Horseman, or Racing Industry Support options.

The 12-credit-hour EQS 299 has been replaced with the 4-credit-hour COED 198 and the 8-credit-hour COE 199.  According to the COE 199 course description, a cooperative education experience can be no more than 8 credit hours.  Therefore, the program curriculum has been rewritten to include a 4-credit-hour practicum (COED 198) and an 8-credit-hour cooperative education experience (COE 199).  The practicum will be required for all 3 options in the AAS degrees and the diplomas; the cooperative education experience will be required for the Jockey option in the AAS degree and diploma.
