	Summary and Justification for Proposal: 

	
	The Kentucky Cabinet for Economic Development, the Office of the Governor and the Kentucky Film Commission have been lobbying major motion picture studios to bring more productions to Kentucky.  In recent conversations with studio executives, it was determined that Kentucky has a critical shortage of skilled persons in the filmmaking crafts.  In response, the Office of the Governor and other state officials called for an increase in film production training.  

A survey of colleges and universities in Kentucky indicated an interest in Film Production education but a lack of practical, hands-on training.   BCTC has convened a task force of film industry professionals, state authorities, faculty and staff to consider the viability of a Filmmaking Certificate. Sustained interest, positive feedback from the state and private sector and requests for training from traditional and non-traditional students substantiate the need for the certificate “Filmmaking: Script to Screen.”

	The Filmmaking: Script to Screen certificate program will provide students with a hands-on, practical overview of the filmmaking process.  In addition to a working knowledge of the elements of filmmaking, graduates will have a greater understanding of the collaborative process, creative problem solving, and critical thinking. Graduates will have an enhanced level of media literacy and deeper understanding of filmmaking as a communication strategy for dissemination of ideas.  The curriculum supports the desire of the film industry for a stronger filmmaking workforce in Kentucky.
