D. Students will be able to recognize and identify the accents of different Spanish speakers around the world.

V. Pronunciation

A. Students will pronounce isolated words correctly.
B. Students will develop a capacity to pronounce words correctly not only individually but also when they are part of a sentence or expression. 
C. Students will develop a recognizable accent in Spanish that reflects the Spanish spoken in the part of the world that interests them.
