	Presently, in order to comply with the current KCTCS guidelines for AAS degrees, the program must accommodate for the addition of the KCTCS required computer literacy course (0-3 credit hours) and reduce its total credit hours to a maximum of 76 hours.  Because of the historically high pass rates on the National and Regional Dental Hygiene Board exams, the faculty does not want to reduce any of the core technical courses.  Reducing this core content would not be conducive to continued success on these important exams.  The field of Dental Hygiene continues to expand and reducing hours in this area would be counterproductive.  Therefore,  to accommodate  the KCTCS degree requirements, yet still meet the American Dental Association’s Accreditation standards, we have addressed this situation by proposing the following:
· The current DH curriculum requires 6 hours of Writing/Accessing Information (ENG 101 & ENG 102).   Note:  this is incorrectly reflected in the 2008-2009 KCTCS Catalog.  By reducing the “Writing/Accessing Information” to 3 credits, as is currently required for AAS degrees by KCTCS, we will release 3 credit hours. 

· Requiring 6 hours of Anatomy & Physiology (instead of 8) will mean replacing BIO 137 & 139 with ANA 209 & PGY 206; this will release 2 credits.  Many students already enter the program with this 6 credit hour sequence from BCTC, UK, EKU and other institutions.  In addition, taking these specific science courses will also allow better transferability to 4-year institutions for our students.  Many of them continue on to obtain Bachelor degrees from EKU, UK, ETSU and others.

· Historically, the program listed two Microbiology options (3-4 credits).  The program will now only list BIO 226 (Principles of Microbiology) to reflect the 3 credit option.  This will release 1 credit from the total program credits.

· Also, instead of offering a range, we will require 3 credits of “Heritage, Humanities/Foreign Languages” and 3 credits of “Mathematics.”  This will release an additional 2 credits.
· Finally, the official addition of the KCTCS required computer literacy course (0-3 credit hours) to the Dental Hygiene program. This will increase credits by a potential 3 credit hours.

It should be noted that the Dental Hygiene course prefixes were automatically changed from DHY to DH during the LCC merger with CKTC and transition into KCTCS.  It simply hasn’t been reflected in an official curriculum change.  We are officially addressing this prefix change in this request also.
