Course Description:
The study of health promotion, wellness, and disease prevention concepts as applied to individual, familial, and community health.
Course Objectives/Competencies:

Course Objectives:  Increase your knowledge and understanding of human health issues.

Learning Outcomes:  Upon completion of the course students will be able to write clearly and use technology to process information.

Instructional Objective: Students will demonstrate an ability to write clearly to express principal concepts inhuman health, and students will use basic computer skills to access and complete wellness worksheets via an on-line workbook.

Evaluation:  the instructor will evaluate students’ completion of their wellness worksheets and class project which will address real-world issues in health and wellness.

Learn Independently

Course Objectives:  Increase your knowledge and understanding of human health issues.  Learn how to apply health information in a way that fosters personal, familial, and community well-being.

Learning Outcomes:  Upon completion of the course, students will be able to find, evaluate, and use resources effectively, apply learning, and think creatively.

Instructional Objective:  In completion of their wellness worksheets and class project, students will demonstrate their ability to creatively use resources for health information and to apply learning to issues in personal, family, and community health.

Evaluation:  The instructor will evaluate students’ completion of their wellness worksheets.

Examine Relationships in Diverse and Complex Environments

Course Objectives:  Increase your knowledge and understanding of human health issues.  Develop analytical skills that allow you to make informed health decisions as an individual and/or as a professional in your field.  Learn how to apply health information in a way that fosters personal, familial, and community well-being.

Learning Outcomes:  upon completion of the course, students will be able to define the relationship of self to the historical and cultural context, and define the relationship of self to the global community.

Instructional Objective:  Students will demonstrate an understanding of the influences of culture, ethnicity, and human heritage upon health choices and practices.

Evaluation:  The instructor will evaluate homework and examination questions that require students to demonstrate their awareness of historical, cultural, and global contexts of health.

3. Describe the type of distance learning delivery method to be used.  
The course will be taught online via the World Wide Web using a course management system.

4. Describe how the course will achieve, in new ways, the same learning outcomes as when the course is taught by traditional delivery methods.
The course will use instructor and student created interactive discussion through chat, email, and discussion boards.  The textbook, video brief clips, and the text online learning center will be the main method of instructional delivery. Students will have the opportunity to collaborate in small groups and will be given opportunities to ask questions with prompt feedback through weekly and ongoing discussion forums (where the students can talk with each other or the instructor) and email contact. Students will complete instructor generated quizzes, tests, assignments, projects, and exams on blackboard. 
5. Describe the availability of related services such as labs, library, research, and supplemental information.
Supplemental information will be available for the student to print and/or save via the course software. Students will also have access to the BCTC and KYVU (Kentucky’s Virtual Library) website.

6. Describe how ADA compliance has been assessed to ensure accessibility of course content for students with disabilities.
BCTC endorses guidelines established by the World Wide Web Consortium (W3C), adopting these as the standard for Web accessibility. Student services and web services have established BCTC accessibility guidelines to ensure compliance with ADA requirements. The course will be screened for ADA compliance using the accessibility guidelines provided by BCTC.  Students with disabilities that would have an impact on their access to the online course will be encouraged to contact the Disability Support Services at their home campus.
7. Describe how appropriate levels of faculty-student and student-student interaction will be achieved.
Faculty-student interaction will be achieved through email, message boards (discussions), chats, online office hours, and telephone.  Student-student interaction will be achieved through email, chats, and message boards.  Students will be required to interact in chats and discussions.  Frequent feedback will be provided to students by the instructor.  Students will be able to communicate frequently with the instructor concerning their progress.
8. Describe any technical requirements for remote sites (ITV, computer hardware/software, and special equipment).
Students will need computers with access to the World Wide Web and an up-to-date web browser.  The minimum technical requirements are available to students via the BCTC Online Learning web site.
