How to Navigate the Faculty Council Archives

These archives work much like a standard directory but the information is displayed differently. The directory structure is shown at the top of the page and the files in each folder directory are displayed at the bottom. To see the folders within a folder click the ± symbol to the left right of the folder. To see the documents in a folder, click on the name of the folder

For example, to see the materials discussed in the May 2006 Faculty Council meeting:

1) Click the ± symbol to the left of the "FC_Archives" folder.

2) Click the ± symbol to the left of the "Agendas_&_Mtls" folder.

3) Click the ± symbol to the left of the "2006" folder.

4) Click the name of the folder "05-06" then scroll down to the bottom to see the documents within that directory.

You will know that you have found a document folder when there is only a “-“ to the left of the folder.  So if the folder has a ± symbol, it will have sub-folders inside.  To see the documents in a document folder you must them click on the folder name then scroll down to the bottom.
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
